	Fishing Pond – Recreation Director Sandra Waters received an e-mail from Michael 	Borne suggesting the City build a fishing pond at Jacob Fork Park on the right side of the 	entrance at the park.  The Commission discussed the idea and a recommendation was made 	by Marshall Pratt and 2nd by Frances Inscoe to allow fishing at the City Lake.

	Pump Track at Jacob Fork Park – The Pump Track at Jacob Fork Park is finished and is 	being used and enjoyed by all ages.   

	Budget – Assistant Director Carol Stiles gave out a copy of the 2014-15 budget. Ms.	Stiles said the Recreation Department would be receiving an Air Conditioner ($109,000) for 	the gym at the main center, Fitness Room equipment ($22,000) in the fitness room, 	drainage pipes for East Newton ballfield, ADA Thermostats at City Hall.   

	125th Soldiers Reunion Events – Ms. Stiles talked about this year being the 125th Soldiers 	Reunion, and the many activities that would be held reunion week; also told the commission 	that the City was selling Commemorative 125th Old Soldiers Reunion T-Shirts and posters.
