
SANITATION WORKER - 2511
GENERAL DEFINITION AND CONDITIONS OF WORK:
Performs responsible unskilled work in the collection of solid waste; does related work as required. Work is performed under immediate supervision. 

This is heavy work requiring the exertion of 100 pounds of force occasionally, up to 50 pounds of force frequently, and up to 20 pounds of force constantly to move objects; work requires climbing, balancing, stooping, reaching, standing, walking, pushing, pulling, lifting, fingering, grasping, and repetitive motions; vocal communication is required for expressing or exchanging ideas by means of the spoken word; hearing is required to perceive information at normal spoken word levels; visual acuity is required for depth perception, peripheral vision, visual inspection involving small defects and/or small parts, operation of machines, operation of motor vehicles or equipment, determining the accuracy and thoroughness of work, and observing general surroundings and activities; the worker is subject to inside and outside environmental conditions, extreme cold, extreme heat, noise, and atmospheric conditions.   The worker may be exposed to bloodborne pathogens and may be required to wear specialized personal protective equipment.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS/TYPICAL TASKS:
Takes solid waste carts from curb to back of sanitation truck, attaches cart to tipper, dumps contents into truck and returns carts to curb;

Cleans area around carts;

Assists with brush and limbs, yard waste, recycling, and household trash collection; helps with chipping operation;

Directs traffic and guides truck operator in congested areas;

Helps maintain and repair equipment; 

Helps clean truck and equipment and helps wash truck;

Spots for driver when necessary;

Performs other public works duties as assigned;

Maintains reasonable and predictable attendance;

Performs related tasks as required.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES:
Ability to perform continuous heavy manual work at a steady pace in adverse weather conditions; ability to understand and follow specific oral instructions; dependability.

EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE:
Any combination of education and experience equivalent to graduation from high school.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:

Must possess a valid, unexpired North Carolina driver’s license.
