TREE TRIMMING MAINTENANCE WORKER – 2611 
GENERAL DEFINTION AND CONDITIONS OF WORK:
Performs a variety of light and heavy manual tasks in the trimming and removal of trees; clearing right of ways and grinding debris; does related work as required. Work is performed under immediate supervision. 
This is manual work requiring the use of up to 50 pounds of force frequently, and up to 20 pounds of force constantly to move objects; work requires climbing, balancing, stooping, reaching, standing, walking, pushing, pulling, lifting, fingering, grasping, and repetitive motions; vocal communication is required for expressing or exchanging ideas by means of the spoken word; hearing is required to perceive information at normal spoken word levels; visual acuity is required for depth perception, peripheral vision, visual inspection involving small defects and/or small parts, operation of machines, operation of motor vehicles or equipment, determining the accuracy and thoroughness of work, and observing general surroundings and activities; the worker is subject to inside and outside environmental conditions, extreme cold, extreme heat, noise, and atmospheric conditions.   

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS/TYPICAL TASKS:
Operates chipper equipment and removes brush and limbs; 

Cuts and removes vegetation and underbrush; uses all tools of the trade including ladders, ropes, power chain saws, band saws, axes, shovels, and block and tackle;
Directs traffic and guides truck operator in congested areas; spots for driver;

Helps clean and wash truck and equipment;

Helps maintain and repair equipment; 

May climb trees using various hooks, ropes, and ladders;

Does necessary trimming to clear electrical lines to eliminate hazards and to preserve the beauty of trees on streets and other public properties;
May operate an aerial bucket as necessary to trim, prune, or dismember trees for felling;
Removes dead, broken, or misshapen branches and tops trees using a variety of tools; lowers portions removed from trees to the ground with ropes; 
Performs other Public Works & Utilities duties as assigned;
Maintains reasonable and predictable attendance;

Performs related tasks as required.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES:
Ability to acquire skill in the use and care of ropes, climber hooks, riggings, saws, wood chipper, and tools commonly used in tree trimming and felling operations; ability to climb trees and to work effectively in dangerous positions at considerable heights above the ground; Ability to perform continuous manual work at a steady pace in adverse weather conditions; ability to understand and follow specific oral instructions; dependability.

EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE:
Any combination of education and experience equivalent to completion of high school and some experience working at heights and in the general care and trimming of trees.
SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:

Must possess a valid, unexpired North Carolina Class B (Class A preferred) CDL driver’s license and be to acquire and maintain first aid and CPR certifications.
